Questions for 2 Corinthians 4


1. Therefore, as Paul considers the ministry of the gospel, what does that cause him to feel and do? How does God come into this? What about the Corinthian Christians themselves? (vs 1-2)




2. Paul returns to the thought of being veiled. What does he add here that is new? Who causes this being veiled? What does this being veiled keep one from seeing? (vs 3-4)




3. What is the content of, and motivation for, what Paul proclaims? (vs 5-6)





4. How is the gospel embodied in God’s people? Why has God done it this way? (vs 7-11)




5. What does Paul mean in verse 12? 



6. How does Paul respond to having “the spirit of faith”? Paul quotes from Psalm 116:10 here is verse 13. What is the context there, and what does it mean in this context? What is the purpose of God’s grace stated here? (vs 13-15)





7. Paul repeats in verse 16 something he has said before in this chapter. What is it? What does Paul then say about outer and inner? About seen and unseen? 
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8. Compare Paul’s experience described in verses 9-10 and in chapter 11 second half, with how he describes it in verse 17. What does Paul mean by saying it this way?
